“The Value of 2”

One small yet important area of the bus ministry that we have been taught before, but that easily slips away from us over time is this - the value of 2!		
Why is it important for two people to visit at each house?

1.  The Principle is Biblical
	Matthew 21:1 …then sent Jesus two disciples, 
	Mark 11:1   …he sendeth forth two of his disciples. 
	Mark 14:13    And he sendeth forth two of his disciples…
	- Jesus sent his disciples two by two.
	- The implication of 2 is made by Jesus many other times…
	- There is nothing wrong (sinful) with making a visit by 	yourself, but there is simply a better, more Biblical way.
		(explain exceptions)

2.  It Keeps Us Accountable
	- We naturally do a better job at something when we are 	with someone else that also know how it’s supposed to be 	done.
		- Over time, we get lax and lazy if there is no 			accountability.  (iron sharpeneth iron)
	- Protects you against problems.
		- accusations, animals, etc.
		- never go alone into a house w/only one person.
		- We live in a strange society nowadays… 
	Illus. - going alone and then wishing someone had been 	with me…

3.  It Proves to be Beneficial
	* Increases Involvement
		- More people get to serve.
		- Why do we send 20+ people out on Saturday 			instead of just 7 (one per group)?
		- There are more than one thing that can be done 			at a visit… (flyer, candy, speaker, pray, 				distraction…)
		- The 2nd person’s job is to help make sure the visit 			is effective.

	* Increases Influence
		- The more contact we have with the kids, the 	 		more influence we have with the kids.
		- The more they see us, the more they know we 			care.
		- Two people at a door doubles our influence.  			What makes them feel more special, one person or 		two?

	* Increases Interest
		- Not only are they more interested in what we 			have for them, they see that we are more 				interested in them!
